How To Use Chopsticks

If you cen write with a pencil you can
eal with chopsticks:

Take the first chopstick andhold it as
you would & pencil with thumb, index
and middle fin i

index and middleyfingers allowing the
chopstick “to lie -flat against them and
slide the thumbupward. Now, with the
thumb resting. lightly on. the chopstick,
move' the index and middle fingers back
. and forth' together. The chopstick will
move with them as a unit. Practice this
motion for three or. four minutes re-
membering. to keep the thumb in place.
Relax—that’s half the battle won.

Now for the second chopstick. Place
it under the heel of the Lgnmb in such
a position that its tip touches the tip
of the first, chopstick. Got it? Now
bring the tip of the finger under the
second chopstick and press upward
Tightly. . :

" Practice making ends meet Touch the
tps of. the slalicmary. chopstick with
the tip of the movable one. To spred
them and bring them togethef again. If
they ‘overlap, relax and bring them to-.
ﬁeﬂmr again. Try putting the chopsticks
own and picking them up again in the
rght: positions.. *Abdut . five .minutes
practice’ should make you . a .master.
